Rules and Regulations Governing

Community Centers

1. All participants and spectators entering/utilizing the Robert J. DiPietro Community Center and/or the Laurel Armory Anderson and Murphy Community Center must have a current Membership Pass or pay the appropriate daily fees. All youth/teens must purchase an annual pass.

2. You are required to present your pass upon entry to the Center. The only exception to this rule is for sponsored or co-sponsored group/class activities conducted/supervised by City of Laurel personnel, participants and spectators of a City sponsored sports league program or rental groups.

3. Children between the ages of 8 to 11 may be directly supervised by a parent or legal guardian of that child.
4. A person shall be denied admission to the Center if they are found displaying or presenting false identification to purchase an Annual Membership or Daily Pass. Any person who may be discovered “after the fact” of presenting false identification to purchase an Annual Membership or Daily Pass will have their Center privileges revoked.
5. Annual Membership or Daily Passes are non-transferable.

6. Proof of residency is required in order to receive resident rates.

7. Lost or stolen Annual Membership or Daily Passes must be replaced, at the cost of $5. NO EXCEPTIONS.

8. The use of abusive or profane language is strictly prohibited.

9. Shoes, shirts, and pants must be worn in the Center at all times.

10. Appropriate gymnasium or tennis shoes must be worn to participate in the gymnasium programs.  Absolutely no dark soled shoes or other footwear is allowed in the gymnasium.

11. No person shall interfere with any City of Laurel employee acting in the course of his or her official duties. Violators shall be subject to indefinite suspension.

12. The City of Laurel is not responsible for personal items either lost or stolen.

13. Personal music devices must be accompanied by headphones.
14. No food or drink is permitted in the gymnasium.
15. Alcoholic beverages, illegal drugs, or devises the department considers dangerous or harmful are strictly prohibited. Persons under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs will be refused admission to the Center.

16. Smoking is not permitted in the Center.

17. Dunking and/or hanging from the baskets is prohibited.

18. Unless otherwise specified, adult programs are for participants 18 years and older.

19. Fighting, either inside the Center or on City of Laurel property, is strictly prohibited. Police will be contacted and participants who provoke or engage in fighting shall be subject to indefinite center suspension.

20. Annual Membership or Daily Passes may be revoked due to any violation of the Rules and Regulations Governing Community Centers either posted or otherwise publicized. Refunds will not be given if the privilege of utilizing the Center has been revoked.

21. The City of Laurel reserves the right to review any other rule interpretation not covered in this document.

22. The City of Laurel has the right to eject or refuse admission to anyone who does not follow the rules as stated.
FITNESS ROOM RULES
1. No one under the age of 16 is permitted in the Fitness Room, unless 13-15 year olds are present with a paid and participating parent or legal guardian.

2. Only water is permitted in the Fitness Room. Food and beverages are prohibited.

3. Proper gym attire is required. Shirts and shoes are required, at all times.

4. Please be courteous to others and limit your time on the equipment. Time on the treadmill, exercise bikes and stairclimbers is limited to 20 minutes when others are waiting.

5. Personal music devices must be accompanied by headphones.
6. Do not bang or drop weight stacks when using the fitness machines. This action damages the equipment.

7. The City of Laurel prohibits the use of its facilities for personal or private profit. Anyone found to be offering private instruction, classes or personal training for profit may be subject to suspension and/or loss of Center privileges.

8. The City of Laurel is not responsible for injury due to improper use of equipment.

After using the equipment, please be considerate of others and wipe down the equipment.  Do not spray directly on to the machines as excessive liquid can cause problems to the computerized equipment.  Disinfectant spray and appropriate materials are located in the fitness room.  Should you need assistance or have questions, please see the staff at the front desk.
YOUTH/TEEN DROP-IN RULES
1. Respect the staff and your peers.
2. No foul language should be used.
3. Please vacate the facility in a timely fashion when asked to do so.

4. No bouncing basketballs in the hallways.

5. The fitness room is off limits unless you have the fitness option on your pass or have paid a daily admission to the fitness room (16-17 year olds only or 13-15 year olds with a paid and participating adult or legal guardian).

6. No bicycles should enter the facility.  There is a bike rack outside.

7. Vending machines are not to be tampered with.  If you are having issues with a machine, alert a staff member.

8. The possession of multiple passes is strictly prohibited.  Anyone with multiple passes will be asked to surrender their additional pass.  Refusal to do so will result in passes becoming invalid and new passes will be issued for a replacement fee. 

Any violation of one or more rules will result in the suspension or termination of your membership for any time period the management deems appropriate.

GYMNASIUM
RULES & REGULATIONS
1. Food and drinks are restricted to the hall and lounge areas only.
2. Dunking or hanging from the baskets is prohibited.
3. The City of Laurel is not responsible for lost or stolen items.
4. Radio or noise devices are prohibited.
5. All children 12 years of age and under are not permitted in the gymnasium during league play or adults drop in play unless directly accompanied by a non-participating adult 18 years of age or older.
6. Devices the department considers to be harmful or dangerous in any capacity are not permitted in this facility.

RULES & REGULATIONS

1. The TV remote must be signed out at the Front Desk. An ID or Pass will be held, until the remote is returned.
2. Pool equipment must be signed out at the Front Desk. An ID or Pass will be held, until remote is returned.
3. Shirts and shoes must be worn at all times.
4. No sleeping or laying on furniture.
5. No foul language should be used.
6. The City of Laurel is not responsible for lost or stolen property.
