ORDINANCE NO. 1879
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF LAUREL AMENDING THE CODE OF THE CITY OF LAUREL, CHAPTER 8 “LICENSES, PERMITS AND BUSINESS REGULATIONS,” TO AMEND SEC. 8-6 “MISCELLANEOUS LICENSE FEES” AND TO REPEAL SCHEDULES A “LICENSE FEE SCHEULE” AND B “PERMIT FEE SCHEDULE” FOR THE PURPOSE OF REMOVING SUCH FEES FROM THE CITY CODE AND AMENDING SECTIONS 8-21, 8-25 AND 8-55 TO REFLECT THIS CHANGE
Sponsored by the President at the request of the Administration.

WHEREAS, it has come to staff’s attention that although City Code, Sec. 8-6 “Miscellaneous License Fees” specifically authorizes the Mayor to set reasonable fees for miscellaneous licenses and to change those fees, Sec. 8-6 goes on to set the fees for the licenses, thereby rendering the prior language without meaning; and 
WHEREAS, the Mayor has the authority to establish fees in many places throughout the Code, which is done by issuing a fee schedule, and is clearly what was intended by Sec. 8-6; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 8 contains two schedules setting forth license fees and permit fees, which, since City Code provisions are adopted by ordinance that require City Council action, are in direct conflict with the various provisions of Chapter 8 that give the Mayor the authority to establish such license and permit fees; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is in the best interest of the City to clarify City Code, Sec. 8-6 by deleting the amount of the fees set forth therein so that the Mayor is able to exercise the authority contemplated by Sec. 8-6 and to repeal Schedules A “License Fee Schedule” and Schedule B “Permit Fee Schedule” and to reflect such changes in City Code, Chapter 8 as necessary.     

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of Laurel that the Code of the City of Laurel, Chapter 8 “Licenses, permits and business regulations,” Section 8-6 “Miscellaneous license fees” shall be and hereby is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 8-6. - Miscellaneous license fees.
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The mayor shall set [a] reasonable fees to be paid for [miscellaneous] licenses for the businesses and activities enumerated below and may change such fees periodically as necessary [for the businesses and activities enumerated in this section]: 

Alcoholic beverages 

Amusements, operating places of amusement containing any electronic or mechanical devices that are designed to provide amusement or entertainment and for which a fee is charged to operate or use 

Bakeries, commercial, operating from movable vehicles, where bakery products only are sold, each vehicle operated within the city [.....$125.00]
Billiard rooms and poolrooms: 

Carnivals 

Circus 

Clothing and house furnishing sales, for each vehicle operating within the city [.....$100.00]
Dairies, commercial: 

Operating from movable vehicles, where only dairy products are sold, each vehicle [.....$125.00]
Operating from movable vehicles, where other products are sold also, each vehicle [.....250.00]
Dances, in a public hall 

Dancing, unless in conjunction with live entertainment [.....$100.00]
Fish, meat, poultry and produce vendors: 

Selling articles not raised on a farm owned or rented by them, operating from movable vehicles, each vehicle operated within the city .[....$100.00]
Selling articles not raised on a farm owned or rented by them, operating from a fixed place of business [.....$50.00]
Gasoline and fuel oil sales, from a movable vehicle, each vehicle operating within the city [.....$150.00]
Ice cream or ice cream products sales, from a movable vehicle 

Juke boxes and player pianos 

State Law reference— State licensing of music boxes, Ann. Code of Md., Art. 56, § 17. 

Laundries and cleaning and pressing establishments, from a movable vehicle, each vehicle operated within the city [.....$75.00]
Live entertainment, any establishment which provides live entertainment of any kind other than "theatrical exhibitions" for which licensing is required pursuant to subsection (1) of this section 

Meals, sandwiches, snack foods or coffee sales, from a movable vehicle 

Motion picture theater, open more than six (6) days a week, or if open less than six (6) days a week where Sunday is included among the open days [.....$75.00]
Peddling, without the use of a vehicle, per day [.....$7.50]
Raffle, lottery or game of chance open to members of the general public, per event, unless waived by the mayor; provided, however, that any such waiver may only be given to charitable, nonprofit, or noncommercial organizations [.....$25.00]
Restaurant, operating from 2:00 a.m. to 6:00 a.m. [.....$75.00]
Roadside stand, the location of which must first be approved under the city building regulations or the zoning ordinance [.....$75.00 ]
Theatrical exhibition, other than motion pictures, unless waived by order of the city council, per exhibition [.....$100.00]
BE IT FURTHER ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of Laurel that the Code of the City of Laurel, Chapter 8 “Licenses, permits and business regulations,” Section 8-21 “Poolrooms - License” shall be and hereby is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 8-21. - Poolrooms—License.

No billiard or pool table shall be erected, set up, kept or in any manner whatsoever used for the purpose of gain or public entertainment within the city until a license shall have been obtained from the director of community planning and business services, for which the licensee shall pay [a] the prescribed license fee [as provided in section 8-6].
BE IT FURTHER ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of Laurel that the Code of the City of Laurel, Chapter 8 “Licenses, permits and business regulations,” Section 8-25 “Pinball machines and similar coin-operated devices” shall be and hereby is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 8-25. - Pinball machines and similar coin-operated devices.
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Every place within the city in which is operated any pinball machine or game played with balls and plungers upon the insertion of a coin or token, or any other coin-operated machine or electrical or electronic device so constructed or devised as to make the result of the operation depend in whole or in part upon the skill of the player, or to serve to provide visual entertainment, is hereby designated and declared as a place of amusement and recreation; and any person owning, occupying or operating any such place of amusement shall pay [a] the prescribed license fee therefore to the director of budget and personnel services [as provided in section 8-6].
BE IT FURTHER ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of Laurel that the Code of the City of Laurel, Chapter 8 “Licenses, permits and business regulations,” Section 8-55 “Special events” shall be and hereby is amended to read as follows:

 Sec. 8-55. - Special events.


Any vendor wishing to conduct business at a special event shall apply to the department of community planning and business services for a temporary vending permit. Application for such a permit must be made at least five (5) days prior to the beginning of the event for which the permit is sought. The permit shall be valid only for the duration of the special event. Fees for such permit shall be [as specified in section 8-6, miscellaneous license fees of] established pursuant to this chapter (chapter 8). Any vendor to whom a temporary permit is granted shall be subject to the same operating regulations as all other vendors, except where otherwise specified. Vending at special events without a temporary vending permit is prohibited.
BE IT FURTHER ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of Laurel that the Code of the City of Laurel, Chapter 8 “Licenses, permits and business regulations” is hereby amended to repeal in their entirety Schedule A “License Fee Schedule” and Schedule B “Permit Fee Schedule.” 


AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED AND ORDAINED, by the Mayor and City Council of Laurel that this Ordinance shall become effective on the day and date it is passed.
